The marsh Mokhovoye or Cranberry is in the forest four kilometers west of Graivoron, near the village Gora-Podol, in the ravine formed after ancient glacier. In 1902 it was described by the academician V.M.Sukachev.

Speaker 2: Excuse me, do you mean we should say “Yes”?
Speaker1: Sure. The area has great natural beauty and provides many opportunities for tourism.

Speaker3: I can’t agree with you. The area is completely wild, contains forest and very difficult to get to. 

Speaker2: How right you are! Besides, the territory is of great value as a peatbog of the steppe zone of Europe.

Speaker4: I say, the area contains some very rare plants, not typical of our region.

Speaker5: Excuse my interrupting you, I know that in 40-50s there was peat exploitation…
Speaker3: and cranberries have disappeared. Now we can’t enjoy this useful and tasty berry.

Speaker3: Only the name is left. Here the solution is. We have to say “No” to the idea of tourism here.
Speaker1: You shouldn’t say so! I’d like to add some words about water which is so unusual here that you can use it without any soap.

Speaker1: By the way, now Mokhovoye is included into the list of marshes of Ramsar Convention.

Speaker4: Could you tell us what it means?

Speaker1: Certainly. It means that this area is protected by the government.

Speaker4: It’s just what I wanted to say. The area should be reserved and protected. 

Speaker5: As for me, I’m in a doubt. On one hand, tourism is very dangerous for the environment, because it destroys natural balance in this or that way. 
Speaker 3: You’re absolutely right! The beauty of many places has disappeared forever thanks to tourism. A lot of tourists have no respect to the places they visit, so these places are polluted with cans, plastic bottles, paper, trash in one word. By the way, I have got some facts. A traffic ticket breaks down for a month, for example, but an aluminum can for up to 500 years. Look at this list, please.

Speaker5: On the other hand, tourism is a large business; the more money, the richer region, but everything must be carefully thought and organized. 
Mr.Moore: Excuse me, I didn’t understand if you are for or against the tourist route to the marsh. Our firm is ready to give financial help.

Speaker1: I’m for.

Speaker2: I‘m for.
Speaker3: I’m against.
Speaker4: I’m for.
Speaker5: I’m for. But we should keep in mind that nature is considered to be our home, so everybody must realize his duty to take care of it and put its problems ahead of ours, a man and nature can coexist, I think.
Mr.Moore: I’m very grateful to you.
